Cleaning an area or room where an ill person is present or an ill person has been for an extended period of time.

	Long or short duration – physical contact with potentially ill person or similar situations.

Examples
Police Officers engaging in arrest type activities.

	Long term duration is defined as any activity over 30 minutes.

Supervisors are responsible for allocating PPE to employees who are required or who may wear masks in optional situations. 

Departments are responsible for purchasing in advance and allocating PPE for their staff.  PPE may include; N95 disposable masks, surgical masks, latex and non-latex disposable gloves, or job specific gloves.

PPE used for pandemic protection are “one-time use” only.  Re-using or sharing PPE is not permitted.

Since stage 3 pandemic is an emergency situation, fit testing and medical monitoring requirements are therefore waived.
